1. Directions from Airport in Lisbon to the Hotel Dom Fernando

There are 2 ways to go from Lisbon to Évora by public transport (distance is around 130 km): 

By bus (much more frequent - see schedule attached) from the bus station “Sete Rios” (see attached 
metro map) 

By train (only 4 times a day - see schedule attached) (from station “Oriente”) (see attached metro 
map) 

To go from the airport to the bus station you have 3 options: 

a) Taxi (8-10€, 15 min. (depending on traffic))
b) Aerobus (outside arrivals, but no fixed schedule (every 30min.), takes 30-40 min., 3,50€)
c) Metro (airport, change at S. Sebastião, arrive at Sete Rios)

To go from the airport to the train station you have 2 options: 

a) Metro (3 stations away)
b) Taxi

Arriving in Évora: 

See map in PPT attached. From the bus station the hotel Dom Fernando is at around 800m distance, 
and not more than 600m from the train station. No public transport available, only taxis.
